Kimball Offers Drivers ' Education 

Every year the Drivers Education course teaches 
over fourteen hundred students. It is in demand more 
than any other course because of the elimination of 
a two year wait and lower insurance rates . 

The course consists of thirty hours in the classroom 
and six and one-half hours behind the wheel. 

The classroom section contains tra ining devices such 
as brake reaction, v ision, steadiness, and depth per­
ception tests. By these means, the student not only is 
able to find his weaknesses but the instructor is also 
able to help in these fields . Besides the tests, the stu­
dents read and discuss daily assignments given from 
the text . 

The actual six and one-half hours behind the wheel 
consists of two weeks on the driving range and one 
week on the road . While on the range the students 
learn how to sh ift, stop, start, park, and back up. 
They practice precision driving by weaving around 
flags . The one week on the road consists of driving 
in everyday traffic. When a student has completed the 
entire course, he is not yet ready to drive alone. He 
must first take both a written and a road test at the 
local police station.

The Kimball library is one of the most important 
facilities the school has to offer, housing nearly 
6,000 books which provide a storehouse of 
knowledge for all ambitious Kimball students.

In Kimball's second year, the team placed eighth in the 
state because of the able coaching of Pin Ryan . 

Repeating history for the second time, the gridders tied 
their first game with Southfield 27-27. They then went on 
to conquer Berkley 25-0, Hazel Park 18-6, and Dearborn 
6-0. 

The Knights then tasted defeat from Grand Rapids­
South 12-0. The Kimball squad struck back and downed 
Taylor Center 27-0, Fitzgerald 40-7, and Birmingham 7-0.

Kimball's cross country team won eight out of ten meets.

Kimball has earned its first Eastern Michigan League 
Title. The swimming team is the champion, finishing with 
a 14-0-1 record . 

The Knights dunked Dondero 61-35, Thurston 64-32; 
59-33, Ferndale 74-22; 72-20, Hazel Park 60-36; 75-21,
